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This newsletter, as you might have noticed
in the heading, is for the whole summer — June,
July, and August. Summer tends to be a time
when many people slow their busy schedules
down, or travel, or spend time with family and
friends. It's a time for spiritual renewal and
refreshment as well. So, | offer the following
story to remind us, and encourage us, to take
time to stop and truly experience God’s creation!

One cold January morning, a man sat at a
metro station in Washington DC and started to
play the violin. He played six Bach pieces for
about 45 minutes. During that time, since it was
rush hour, it was calculated that thousands of
people went through the station, most of them
on their way to work.

Three minutes went by and a middle-aged
man noticed the musician playing. He slowed his
pace and stopped for a few seconds and then
hurried up to meet his schedule.

A minute later, the violinist received his first
dollar tip: a woman threw the money in the till,
then, without stopping, continued to walk.

A few minutes later, someone leaned
against the wall to listen to him, but the man
looked at his watch and started to walk again.
Clearly he was late for work.

The person who paid the most attention
was a 3-year-old boy. His mother was hurrying
and tugging him along, but the child stopped to
look at the violinist. Finally the mother pushed
hard and the child continued to walk, turning his
head all the time. This action was repeated by
several other children. But all the parents, with-
out exception, forced them to move on.

Time To Stop
And Listen

In the 45 minutes the musician played, only
6 people stopped and stayed for a while. About
20 gave him money, but continued to walk their
normal pace. He collected $32. When he
finished playing and silence took over, no one
noticed it. No one applauded, nor was there any
recognition.

No one knew this but the violinist was
Joshua Bell, one of the best musicians in the
world. He played one of the most intricate
pieces ever written with a violin worth 3.5
million dollars.

Two days before his playing in the subway,
Joshua Bell sold out at a theater in Boston and
the seats averaged $100.

This is a real story. Joshua Bell playing
incognito in the metro station was organized by
the Washington Post as part of a social experi-
ment about perception, taste and priorities of
people.

The outlines were: in a common-place
environment at an inappropriate hour. Do
we perceive beauty? Do we stop to appreciate
it? Do we recognize the talent in an unexpected
context?

One of the possible conclusions from this
experience could be:

If we do not have a moment to stop and
listen to one of the best musicians in the world
playing some of the best music ever written,
how many other things are we missing?

When Heritage first
started the Fair Trade

that most American
households consume,
but with little sense of market forces on the
lives of the farmers, their families and commu-
nities. A few years ago, the Equal Exchange
added some fair trade products from American
farmers, in recognition that small family farms
in this country were also caught between de-
clining prices, consolidation of markets and dis-
tribution by large conglomerates, and tighten-
ing controls over inputs such as seed. With the
assistance of Equal Exchange, the small farm-
ing co-operative model used so successfully in
Latin America, Africa and Asia was introduced
in North America.

The fair trade products you see for sale each
Sunday during fellowship include almonds and
cranberries (great on summer salads!) from
American farmers. The almonds come from
California farmers in the Big Tree Organic
Farms Co-op. These farmers had been work-
ing individually since the 1980s to convert their
farms to more ecologically sound practices. In
1997 they had a bumper crop but no proces-
sors in the area that would handle organic al-
monds. So they put their crop into cold storage
and started organizing. In 2003 they opened
their own processing facility and today the Big
Tree is a cooperative with 28 members whose
farms range between 11 and 150 acres. Sea-
sonal workers in the shelling plant receive
above minimum wage and most return to work
in the facility year after year.

Savvy shoppers can probably find less expen-
sive almonds than the packages we are selling,
but the cost savings are minimal, with no guar-
antee they are organically grown. More impor-
tantly, they almost certainly will not help small
farmers and their workers as do these prod-
ucts. So enjoy a snack in good health, and
knowing you are making a difference in the
lives of many.
